Proposal- “Hungry in Bangladesh”
Hunger, poverty, and childhood death are an issue that is spreading throughout the world, causing unnecessary grief. Our focus lies in Bangladesh, a country located in Southern Asia, that has a population of 150 million. Of those 150 million, 49 percent live below the national poverty line (Hunger Project). Only a fortunate few manage to find work for a few days each month, only making a dollar a day. This is the means by which they provide for themselves and their families, not nearly enough to live, let alone survive. Obviously, this causes an extreme lack of nutrition. According to John Aylieff, the country director for the United Nations World Food Program, children in Bangladesh suffer from two types of malnutrition. Eight million of the children are severely underweight; the cause is simply the lack of the necessary amount of food and calories. However, they also suffer from a chronic lack of essential vitamins and minerals because the food they do receive contains no nutritional value (Melik, James). These conditions play a profound role in childhood development, not only in the body but in the brain as well. Due to the lack of resources, many of these children won’t have the opportunity to catch up nutritionally. In an attempt to help with these dire conditions, several organizations, such as UNICEF, CARE, Hunger Project, and Feed the Future, have implemented different projects to help reduce this hunger epidemic. 
The organization we are focusing on, Feed the Future (FTF), has implemented projects in Bangladesh not only to provide financial stability, but also to help the people gain the knowledge in basic sanitary practices as well as preparing and distributing food properly to ensure proper nutrition (Feed the Future Commitment). FTF believes that attention to agriculture and nutrition must be part of any plan to reduce hunger and poverty in a sustainable way  (http://notes.bread.org/2011/07/strengthening-agriculture-for-childrens-sake).

Of course for a program like FTF to succeed, financial stability is a must. President Obama has recently pledged $3.5 billion to the FTF program in addition to achieving another $18.5 billion from various other donors (Feed the Future Commitment). Although that may seem like a substantial amount, the fact is it won’t last. The resources and donations must continue. Bangladesh has a continuously growing population and with that growth comes an increasing strain on its resources. (Melik, James)
Our proposed solution to this problem is to raise funds for the Feed the Future program by creating awareness about the current situations in Bangladesh by developing a program here at Salt Lake Community College that will eventually spread to other learning institutions throughout the United States. By raising funds and awareness beginning here at Salt Lake Community College, we can make a difference by helping the Feed the Future program play a bigger role in obtaining the UN’s first Millennium Development Goal: to eradicate extreme poverty and hunger.  
This proposal to improve the situation in Bangladesh begins by creating a program at Salt Lake Community College (SLCC) that focuses on raising awareness and funds for the Feed the Future program in Bangladesh. The program has been named “Feed Feed the Future” (FFTF). The goal of this name is to immediately create curiosity and raise awareness that will help achieve our goal of feeding our government’s Feed the Future program. Some specific tasks of the FFTF program will be maintaining and updating a web page, posting fliers on the SLCC campuses, and involving events and activities at the college.

The first step in creating awareness and raising funds for FFTF centers around SLCC’s Asian Student Association (ASA). The purpose of the ASA is to promote Asian awareness and share their culture with the community, and we believe they would be very supportive of these goals to help raise awareness and funds for Bangladesh. Part of this solution is asking the ASA to allow FFTF to join them on a few of their activities and events. During these activities and events, FFTF will present information about the situation in Bangladesh and the Feed the Future program. An example of such an event will include having Asian food catered by a well-known Asian restaurant, such as Panda Express or Pei Wei. The idea is that the food will be donated or discounted and the price to get the food will be donated. Once our community becomes more aware of the problems in Bangladesh, they will have a desire to make a difference and will be more willing to make donations to help Bangladesh. 

The next part of our proposal is to add a donation option for Feed the Future to the fee for spring and fall semester registration. FFTF’s efforts to educate the students of SLCC on Feed the Future’s efforts in Bangladesh will result in a decent amount of students donating at the time of registration. The current number of students enrolled at Salt Lake Community College is over 60,000. (Debbie Summers) Even if only half donate one dollar, it would still be a great success and make a difference in Bangladesh. To do this, we need to contact and submit a proposal to both the student government and the administration of SLCC.

Another fundraising project for FFTF is a campus wide “ashtray cleanout.” Students, faculty and visitors will have the opportunity to put spare change in their vehicle ashtray, or anywhere else in their vehicle, into a fundraiser receptacle. There would be ambassadors or volunteers for the fundraiser standing at the parking lot exits with a bucket to collect the loose change from the vehicles exiting campus. While the vehicles leave campus, they would be stopped by the volunteers and asked to clean out their ashtrays and/or coin purses and place the change into the bucket to help fund “Feed the Future” for Bangladesh. This fundraiser would have to be two days long, because there is a different turnout of people every day because of the class schedule Salt Lake Community College has. 
Cost and Benefit:

As was mentioned before, a potential donor could be Pei Wei. They offer a Philanthropy program that will allow us to sponsor a night of Bangladesh in the restaurant. (Pe Wei, Philanthropy) According to the website, for every flyer presented in the restaurant a certain percentage will be donated to the funding of FFTF. This percentage could be as high as 20 percent, if it is similar to Panda Express.  (Panda Express)
